San Serif Fonts (Arial 12 pt)

San serif fonts- translated without serif- do not have stroke marks. The absence of stroke marks makes san serif fonts look simple and elegant. Without the serif marks, letters are harder to distinguish from one another. They are great in a larger type. San serif fonts will tire the eyes more quickly if used in a lengthy document, because the eyes have to work harder to read the text. Common examples: An example of a san serif font family is Arial.
